Students often had difficulty using APA style, especially when it was their first time citing
sources. This difficulty could be attributed to the fact that many students failed to purchase a style
manual or ask their teacher for help. Duis aute irure dolor in reprehenderit in voluptate velit esse
cillum dolore eu fugiat nulla pariatur.

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Jones (1998) found a variety of causes for student dissatisfaction with prevailing citation
practices (paras. 4-5).

A meta-analysis of available literature (Jones, 1998) revealed inconsistency across large-scale
studies of student learning (Table 3).
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
